The Gregg Window

The circular window above was repositioned to Taney Parish Centre in 1991 from the main hall of the Church of Ireland Young Men’s Association, 8 Dawson Street, Dublin.  It was given in memory of the Right Rev’d John Gregg, who was a noted preacher and humanitarian.  He supported the C.I.Y.M.A. and gave financial assistance to the branch on Dawson Street.
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Bishop Gregg (1798-1878) came from a well-known Church of Ireland family.  He was ordained in 1826 and served as Rector of Trinity Church, Dublin (Lower Gardiner St.) from 1839.  In 1862 he was consecrated Bishop of Cork, Cloyne and Ross.  During his episcopate the construction of St Fin Barre’s Cathedral began.  The following appeared shortly after his death – “The administration of his diocese was characterized by wisdom and zeal, kindliness and vigour; and the rebuilding f St Fin Barre’s Cathedral … must be regarded as a noble monument of his own generosity and of the great esteem in which he was held throughout the diocese. Nevertheless … Trinity Church, Dublin, may have been the happiest and not the least useful portion of his life. He was then in the full maturity and vigour of his intellectual and physical prowess”
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The inscription on the circumference of the window reads – “In memory of the Right Rev’d John Gregg D.D., Bishop of Cork.  Died May 26th 1878.  An eloquent man and mighty in the Scriptures.”


In the centre panel a Latin inscription reads – En Do Para No (Lo! House be ready to fly?)
